History: Ms. Kellar was seen today. Ms. Kellar is getting chemotherapy for her colon cancer. She states it does make her nauseated, but she is pulling through. She is scheduled for a PET scan of the whole body in about a week or so. She follows with the Cancer Center. She has chronic pain in her back and uses tramadol. She states she still has about 15 tablets of tramadol because she is judicious in using it. She had a big open wound over her left upper extremity after using a tight blood pressure cuff in the hospital. She states she was going to Wound Care for that, but was not healing. The patient is a nurse by herself and tried to doctor it herself with much improvement of the wound. The wound debridement has been done by Dr. Steines. The patient states she is unable to get appointment with Dr. Stonecipher and wants to change doctors and I gave her the name of Dr. Ryan Whitmer who works with Dr. Gundanna; phone number and address given. The patient may want to go for a steroid shot with Dr. Whitmer. The patient understands plan of treatment.

Ms. Nancy Kellar had lot of sore throat, cough and congestion and the nurse practitioner at the Cancer Center suggested she could take Mucinex; Mucinex samples were given, but the patient undergoing chemotherapy and, with sore throat and cough, I do not want her to get pneumonia. So, I started her on amoxicillin. She is to contact me if she is getting worse. Otherwise, we will see her in the office in a month.
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
