PLAN: Lab results were reviewed. Testosterone 09/07/23 was 32 low. He was given the following medications: Testosterone 200 mL, he will inject 1 mL weekly for 12 weeks. He was given needles 18 gauze and the needles 27 gauze, 18 gauze to draw medication. Return in seven days to inject himself. Completed consult to see the dermatologist Dr, Anthony Perry in Woodlands. The patient states he will call for appointment.
