CHIEF COMPLAINT:
1. Cough.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ricky is a 65-year-old gentleman, had a heart attack a couple of years ago. He is on Coreg 12.5 mg twice a day and statin 40 mg once a day.
He comes in today with cough, congestion, and sputum production. Sometimes, he hacks up large sputum discolored.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and hyperlipidemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had meniscus knee surgery in the past. He did not have to have open-heart surgery. No stent in place.
MEDICATIONS: Coreg 12.5 mg twice a day and statin 40 mg once a day.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He drinks. He is married over 40 years. He has three boys and grandkids.
FAMILY HISTORY: Strong family history of heart disease and heart attacks in the family and strokes.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 184 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 77. Blood pressure 133/84.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Chest x-ray today shows no evidence of pneumonia.

2. Carotid ultrasound shows minimal calcification.

3. Echocardiogram shows RVH.

4. Suspect sleep apnea.

5. The patient has symptoms of sleep apnea.

6. We will set him up for home sleep study.

7. BPH.

8. Mild lymphadenopathy.

9. Carotid stenosis.

10. Fatty liver.

11. Arm pain and leg pain related to activity level; he is a pipefitter, he works very hard at 64 and minimal PVD is seen and no evidence of DVT.
