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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  It was on January 7, 2007, the patient was in Iraq.  The patient was in military truck Humvee.  The patient was driving.  It was on the road.  Suddenly, there was an IED explosion.  The IED explosion sent a shockwave to the truck.  He immediately hit the head on to the steering wheel.  He has sustained fracture in three places in the jaw.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient was out of consciousness for about 5 to 10 minutes.  He woke up confused and disoriented.  He had severe head pain.  He also had face pain.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.

There are several other episodes, the patient was involved in explosions.  He does not remember the exact date.  There are several episodes, there was IED explosions, that sent shockwave for to him and he would have head injury, according to the patient.  The patient tells me that after that fracture of the jaw, he need to come back to the United States gets multiple surgeries.
The patient tells me that his memory significantly affected.  The most of this memory related to short-term memory.  He is not able to remember people’s name after five minutes talk to them.  The patient is naming without difficulties.  The patient has to be read things a lot.  He is not able to remember.  He needs to write down everything.

He used to be a chef.  However, he is not able to do that while because he does not remember the recipes.  It is affecting his job.  It is affecting his job performance.
MoCA examination score is 24/30.  The patient missed 4 on delay recall.  The patient missed 2 on abstraction.  The patient clearly had memory problems on the examination.
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
