RODRIGUEZ, JOSEFINA
This 80-year-old woman is on hospice currently with diagnosis of heart failure. Since last certification, the patient has become more short of breath. She is sleeping a lot more. She has total ADL dependency with bowel and bladder incontinence. She has a KPS score of 40% and she cares for by Martha who is her daughter. It is important to mention, she also suffers from breast cancer that has spread to her bones and lungs causing more shortness of breath and pain. She also had history of blood clots in her lungs known as pulmonary embolus related to her cancer. The patient has increased confusion, memory loss, shortness of breath, and she is in pain most of the time. She has severe weakness. She is no longer able to ambulate with bed bound. She requires turning on regular basis to keep her from developing any bed sores. The patient had lost weight because of her pain. Initially, she has lost 30 pounds before placement on hospice, but now has lost around 3 pounds apparently because of increased pain, discomfort, and decreased appetite. The patient is now managed with Tylenol No. 3 and tramadol which appears to be working better around the clock controlling her pain. She is sleeping a lot as I mentioned, staying in bed most of time and expected to die within six months hence the reason for hospice appropriateness and continuation of hospice care at this time.
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
