This is a 99 almost 100-year-old patient who is on hospice with endstage Parkinsonism. The patient is only oriented to person now. This has changed since last certification. She has increased confusion and significant memory loss. Also, this is new. Ruth her daughter who is also her primary caregiver states that mother is sleeping about 18 to 20 hours a day. She is staying in bed most of the time. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is no longer able to ambulate of course. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She has two bed sores stage II on her buttocks on each side. This is a non-healing ulceration secondary to the fact that she has severe protein-calorie malnutrition. Given her age, she has lost the ability to simulate any nutrients or protein and will never be able to heal these ulcers. They are considered unavoidable at this time. Nevertheless, she is losing weight. She weighs less than 90 pounds. Since last certification, she has become much weaker and responding only to pain. She is eating very little despite the pureed diet that her daughter is providing for her. She is having choking episodes. Overall, the patient’s condition has much deteriorated making her great candidate for continuation of hospice and she most likely has less than six months to live at this time.
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
