She is a 61-year-old woman on hospice with hepatocellular carcinoma. She was diagnosed with hepatitis C two years ago. She also has history of coronary artery disease, cardiac stent placement, atrial fibrillation, and diabetes including diabetic neuropathy. Sometimes in September 2022, the patient has CT of the abdomen which showed a 5 cm mass in the right hepatic lobe with severe enhancing nodules extending to the right hepatic lobe and posterior subcapsular margin of the liver also including lymph nodes, paratracheal area and the hilum along with enlarged lymph nodes in the porta hepatis and posterior to the inferior vena cava. The patient had alpha fetoprotein which was rising. The patient has developed severe pain. The patient was treated with few courses of Abrax and Gem 57/Gem 504 in September of this year. This was discontinued because asthenia leg pain and low platelet count. The patient has become so dizzy that she is no longer able to walk and because of his leg weakness, the patient has decided against any further chemotherapy as requested to be placed on hospice. The patient and family are aware of his prognosis. She also suffers from anemia, severe weakness, protein-calorie malnutrition and significant weight loss along with pain. The patient most likely has two months to live and very less than six months which makes her hospice appropriate.
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
