PROGRESS NOTE

SUBJECTIVE: The patient reported to have fall. She was complaining of pain in the arm. We did x-ray at the facility here and the x-ray report came back x-ray they read. Shoulder x-ray no fracture but patient has x-ray of the arm that revealed tiny minimally displaced avulsion fracture of the styloid process of the ulna. Because of that we sent patient to the emergency room. The patient went to emergency room they did imaging study over there and they send a note with the patient has a contusion. No evidence of fracture as per hospital note. I saw the patient this afternoon and she came back from the hospital. She has some pain in the left shoulder and mild pain with left elbow area but she has no headache. No dizziness. No shortness of breath.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is awake, alert, expressive aphagia due to stroke, and follows the command.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/70, pulse 68, temperature 98, respiration 18, and pulse ox 97%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. Left shoulder painful movement and left elbow mild tender but there is no hematoma. Right BKA noted healed stumps.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and cooperative.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has status post fall of the trauma left shoulder and left elbow. She was reevaluated in the emergency room according to the ED note there is no fracture.

2. CVA.

3. DVT left leg.

4. History of PE.

5. Dysarthria due to CVA.

6. Dysphagia status post PEG.

7. Ambulatory dysfunction.

8. PVD status post right BKA.
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PLAN: We will continue all her current medication at local skin care. Lidocaine patch for the pain and monitor patient closely. Fall precautions advised and discussed with the staff.
