We did sonogram it showed small collection. The patient was sent to the vascular and they did sonogram over there. He has a minimal collection identified on sonogram but there is no intervention advised at this point. Today, the patient denies any headache, dizziness, nausea, or vomiting. No fever.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake and forgetful.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 126/70, pulse 77, temperature 98.3, respiration 20, and pulse ox 96%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left thigh upper inner area ecchymosis and left groin ecchymosis.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, cooperative, forgetful, and disoriented.

LABS: WBC 6.2, hemoglobin 10.0, hematocrit 30.9, platelet count 238, and hemoglobin has been stable.

PLAN: At present, we will continue all his current medications. No other issues reported.
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
