SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup. He is complaining of intermittent episode of difficulty speech. He said this has been going on for the last few months is not new it comes and goes. He also has a left hip pain but they did x-ray was showing DJD but no fracture. Otherwise, he has no shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake. He is alert and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 146/70, pulse 79, temperature 97.1, respiration 20, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No calf tenderness. He has a chronic edema but no calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3. Bilateral lower extremity weakness and ambulatory dysfunction.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Ambulatory dysfunction.

2. Bilateral lower extremity weakness. He has extensive workup done while in the hospital and they said he has a functional paraplegia. He has a history of femur fracture status post ORIF on the right.

3. DJD.

4. Sleep apnea. He is on CPAP.

PLAN: Continue all his current medications. Current medications, we will get speech therapy to see the patient. Also, I have advised for the left hip DJD aspercreme, Tylenol p.r.n. Discussed with nursing staff and continue physical therapy.
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
