SUBJECTIVE: I saw the patient today as a coverage for Dr. Ahmed. I was called by the nursing staff that patient has hyperkalemia. Yesterday, potassium level went up to 6.1. The patient has a known CKD. She is being followed by nephrology outpatient and being monitored at the nursing home also. I came to see the patient today and yesterday I give her Lokelma. Today, we did repeat lab and they are reassuring. The patient denies any headache, dizziness, or palpitation. No cough. No congestion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert and oriented x3. She is sitting on the wheelchair.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 158/75, pulse 75, temperature 98.4, respiration 20, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Bilateral amputation stump healed.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: I have reviewed her labs today. Yesterday, potassium was 6.1 but today repeat lab sodium is 141, potassium is 5.1, chloride 111, CO2 22, glucose is 106, BUN 80, serum creatinine 3.78, and calcium was 8.9.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Hyperkalemia.

2. CKD.

3. Status post bilateral lower extremity amputation.

4. Ambulatory dysfunction.

5. History of diabetes mellitus.

6. History of hypertension.

7. History of CVA.
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PLAN: At this point, I have reviewed all her medications. I have discussed with the nursing staff. We will give her another dose of Lokelma today and will monitor BMP again on Monday. Currently, the patient is on Lokelma Monday, Wednesday, and Friday. She got yesterday also and we are going to give her today again. Rest of the medications, I have reviewed that will be continued. Diabetes will be monitored and electrolytes will be monitored. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff. Case discussed with the patient also and dietitian will see the patient regarding her low potassium diet.
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
