CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with complaints of side effects from Protonix started five days ago, went to VA with history of chronic indigestion “for years”. He states he has been having vomiting and diarrhea since starting the Protonix and vomited last two days ago, still having diarrhea two times a day. He also complains of shortness of breath with history of COPD with COVID pneumonia, intubated x 2 over a year ago in Kingwood Hospital and followed by pulmonary specialists and also been followed by urologists and states he was referred from VA to some unknown doctor in Kingwood area that he thinks maybe an oncologist based on drug test that he had done recently. He states he has been having some dark stools, but had those before and problem with Protonix with a negative fecal occult blood at the VA without additional treatment.

PAST HISTORY: Pacemaker for irregular heart rate for about a year, COVID a year ago with intubation x 2 _______.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Unremarkable. He sees Dr. Goin as a PCP off and on here in Cleveland as well as being followed at the VA.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Decreased breath sounds with nasal O2 portable oxygen. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft with 1+epigastric tenderness without guarding or rebound. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: 2+ dependent edema. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

PLAN: Because of symptoms of chronic gastritis with intolerance to tonics per history, history of congestive heart failure, questionable leukemia, COPD, and low thyroid disease, the patient is given prescription for Gaviscon and Zofran and with soft diet. Advised to follow up with the VA or being seen this coming week at the oncology clinic, to hold off to be seen here or to be followed up by GI either at the VA or to be referred from clinic in Kingwood. If not able to find GI, we can refer from here, but recommended to go to PCP if not able to get referral from the VA.
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
