ASSESSMENT:
1. Opioid use disorder.

PLAN: The patient was advised to return to the clinic as soon as possible fasting. We would like to look at his CBC, CMP, TSH, T3, T4, vitamin D levels, hemoglobin A1c, testosterone level and to do ultrasound of his kidneys; he indicated that he has a long history of kidney stones.
