SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had heartburn and it started five days ago when he had tomato sauce after that the patient took over-the-counter medication without any relief. The patient had similar episode last year and he was better with famotidine 20 mg once a day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied vomiting, change in the stool or bowel habits, profound weakness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE: Deferred.
ASSESSMENT: Gastritis.
PLAN: To avoid the spicy food and also Motrin like medication.

Start famotidine 10 mg one tablet p.o. daily one hour before meal everyday for 30 days.
The patient is going to be seen in next one to two weeks or earlier as needed.

All the medications are reviewed and reconciled.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
