PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None. Just some antacid medication from time-to-time.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
MAINTENANCE EXAM: Colonoscopy is up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is iron worker. He smokes. He does not drink on regular basis.
FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension and diabetes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above, associated with dizziness, fatty liver in the past, lymphadenopathy in the neck and increased weight.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 211 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 101.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 139. Blood pressure 127/83.
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HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
Today, in the office, his flu test was negative and both A and B were negative. COVID test was not done.

1. Flu test is negative.

2. COVID test was not done per the patient.

3. Strep test was not done.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Sinusitis.

2. Rocephin 1 g now.

3. Decadron 8 mg now.

4. Motrin 800 mg p.o. t.i.d.

5. Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d.

6. Nasonex.

7. Echocardiogram for his heart is within normal limits.

8. Positive anterior chain lymphadenopathy in the neck.

9. Oral mucosa is dry.

10. Skin shows no rash.

11. Recheck heart rate this afternoon, call me at 4 o'clock. His heart rate was rather high.

12. Fatty liver continues.

13. Gallbladder is within normal limits.

14. Echocardiogram shows tachycardia with minimal valvular regurgitation, mitral regurgitation on exam.
