HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 10-year-old male patient here today complaining of having head lice. Mother brings Holt in as well as two others. They all have head lice. We have seen nits and activity with the lice moving on the scalp as well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. He lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/63. Pulse 99. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.4. Oxygenation 98%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits. Scalp area does show nits of lice present.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Head lice. The patient will be given Natroba topical to be applied once a day just for one time treatment, rinse after 10 minutes and may reapply in seven days if needed. I have gone over the plan of care with mother, she understands. I have answered all their questions today.
If this does not improve, they will return to clinic.
