Dear Dr. Medrano:

Thank you for referring Ms. Angelica Guzman for infectious disease evaluation.

The patient was recently hospitalized at Jersey City Medical Center with pyelonephritis and urinary tract infection.

Imaging revealed abscess formation in the kidney. Based on this, she was treated with IV antibiotics followed by oral cefdinir. Cultures failed to reveal any evidence of resistant genes and the patient made uneventful recovery.

She returns today for followup approximately day #10 of therapy. Denies fever, chills, cough, shortness of breath, or back pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative OB/GYN history. Last OB/GYN visit was two years ago. No children. Normal Pap smear.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Include cefdinir 300 mg capsule twice a day and vitamin D 50,000 units weekly.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies to medications.

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FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for cancer of breast and colon in maternal aunt and uncle respectively.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not drink, smoke or use intravenous drugs.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Reveals well-nourished and well-developed female, awake, alert and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/70, pulse 76, respiratory rate 18, temperature 98, height 5’6”, and weight 166 pounds.

HEENT: Head normal. Ears normal. Nose normal. Throat normal.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No CVA tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

Imaging as mentioned. Urine culture positive for E. coli sensitive to oral cephalosporins.

IMPRESSION: Pyelonephritis with abscess formation in the kidney requiring a prolonged period of oral antibiotic therapy.

The patient will be seen by urology. Repeat imaging including CAT scan of the abdomen and pelvis will be done if no resolution in abscess. We will continue antibiotic therapy for at least a full month.
We will follow with you and add further recommendations.
Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the care of your patient.
