Chief Complaint: Mr. Raudel De Haro is a 56-year-old Hispanic male who was accompanied by Mr. Gilbert Sifuentes who was the interpreter for this patient and he is here with chief complaints of:

1. Inability to walk.

2. Feeling unstable.

3. Recent hip surgery.

4. Unequal leg length.

History of Present Illness: This patient states he has had some hip problems for several months. He used to go to HealthPoint for his care and he was told he had avascular necrosis of the hip and needed surgery and the patient finally had surgery on 08/21/2023 at St. Joseph Hospital. Prior to surgery, he used to do work doing landscape work holding a heavy leaf blower and trying to blow the leaves and it came to a point that he just could not walk. The patient states he is just now recovering from surgery, but he feels something is wrong because he feels his both legs are not of the same length now and that makes him walk crooked. He states he is having a pulsating pain in his left hip all the time. He states he denies any heart problems. He has never had any hip problems in the past up until recently. There is no right hip pain.

Past Medical History: No history of diabetes mellitus, hypertension, or asthma.

Operations: Include recent left total hip replacement surgery, history of surgery for deviated nasal septum, and history of left rotator cuff surgery 10 years ago.

Medications at Home: No medicines except Tylenol.

Allergies: None known.

Personal History: He is married. He has four children; youngest is 16 years old. He states his two children still live at home. He smokes socially, but not on a regular basis. He denies drinking alcohol or doing drugs. His wife does custodial work. He has had education up to 9th grade in Mexico. After he moved here, he has done multiple jobs that include remodeling construction and work for a door company.
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Review of Systems: The patient is very concerned about his health because of inability to walk, inability to feel that his leg may be shorter than the other leg and continuous pulsating pain in the left hip.

Physical Examination:
General: Exam reveals Mr. Raudel De Haro to be a 56-year-old Hispanic male who is awake, alert and oriented and in no distress till he starts walking. He is using a walker for ambulation. He cannot hop, squat or tandem walk. He cannot pick up a pencil, but he can button his clothes. He is right-handed.

Vital Signs:

Height 5’7”.
Weight 174 pounds.

Blood pressure 110/70.

Pulse 58 per minute.

Pulse oximetry 98%.

Temperature 96.2.

BMI 27.
Snellen’s Test: His vision without any glasses or contacts:

Right eye 20/50.

Left eye 20/70.

Both eyes 20/30.

He does not have hearing aid.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruits. There is a small scar on the left shoulder of previous rotator cuff surgery.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema. There is a scar about 4 inches on the lateral side of left hip replacement surgery. I measured the leg length and the leg length seems to be 35¼ inches as measured from anterior superior iliac spine to medial malleolus on the left side and about 36 inches as measured from anterior superior iliac spine to medial malleolus on the right side giving about 3/4th inch of difference in height. The patient’s gait is extremely abnormal because of unequal leg length. The range of motion of lumbar spine decreased by 50%. He has got a good grip in his right hand. Reflexes are 1+ throughout. There is no evidence of muscle atrophy. Outside the scar over the left hip seems to be healing good.

For an x-ray of the left hip, please see attached report.
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Review of Records per TRC: No records were sent per TRC for review except the patient’s history as obtained with help from Mr. Gilbert Sifuentes.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Status post left hip replacement surgery with still persistent pain.

2. Unequal leg length and persistent left hip pain.

3. Difficulty ambulation.

4. History of left rotator cuff repair.

5. History of deviated nasal septum surgery several years ago.
