PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, reflux, and opioid dependency.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Arm surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed, see 09/26/2023 list as well as the Suboxone that he has been getting on regular basis 8/2 one sublingual t.i.d. x 15 days.
MAINTENANCE EXAM: Colonoscopy is up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: As above. He does not smoke. He does not drink. No drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: No change from 09/26/23.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 227 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 97.6. Respirations 16. Pulse 56. Blood pressure 147/74.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

LABS: Once again, lab work per his cardiologist/PCP.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Opioid dependency.

2. Suboxone refilled today.

3. Drug screen up-to-date.
4. PDMP up-to-date.

5. The patient continues to lose weight because he is exercising and he is very adamant about losing another 10 pounds. Blood work per his cardiologist. On testosterone replacement per Testosterone Clinic. Once again, they handle his PSA and testosterone level and this office is not involved in handling those issues.
