CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after duodenal perforation, hypotension, pain in the right shoulder, and followup for anemia.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had abdominal surgery and was released home. The patient continued to have pain in the upper part of the abdomen and the pain was progressively getting worse and the patient has poor appetite after that his blood pressure at home was low and the patient was feeling very ill then brought to the emergency room at the hospital and was admitted found to have a GI bleeding intraabdominal and the patient was progressively improved after interventional radiologist put a drain. The patient was then released. He is currently on pantoprazole 40 mg twice a day and was seen by gastroenterologist.
The patient also had iron deficiency and he received blood transfusion 3 units.
The patient also complained of right shoulder pain and it is worse upon exertion. There is no radiation of pain to the hand.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, black stools, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes and he is on metformin 500 mg one tablet a day along with low-carb diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on losartan 25 mg once a day, metoprolol 25 mg half a tablet along with low-salt diet and also the patient is on spironolactone 25 mg half pill a day.
The patient is also on calcium supplement.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and currently the patient is off the work and he never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Abdominal examination reveals no significant tenderness at this time and bowel sounds are active. There is no organomegaly.
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EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.
Right shoulder examination reveals tenderness of the shoulder joint and range of movement is painful. Handgrips are bilaterally equal.

The patient is able to ambulate with a cane.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his son and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
