This is a telehealth visit and the patient stated that she has COVID infection diagnosed six days ago. The patient is feeling much better now and she has mild cough without any sputum production and the patient has no other symptoms.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
Medications are reviewed and reconciled.

ASSESSMENT: COVID infection, stable.

PLAN: Start Mucinex-DM 600 mg one tablet twice a day for five days and then use as needed.

Return to clinic after two weeks if cough does not improve.

Continue all the medications.
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
