CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for COPD and requesting a refill on the medication. The patient also came today as a followup for rheumatoid arthritis.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she is having mild short of breath and cough with associated wheezing and the patient has run out of Symbicort inhaler. The patient has no fever or chills. There was no cough or sputum production.
The patient also had a history of rheumatoid arthritis and she has been seen by rheumatologist on regular basis. The patient does not have any significant pain at this time.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Minimal expiratory wheezing otherwise unremarkable.
