CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for right lung nodule.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she had a CT scan of the chest in the emergency room for evaluation of COPD and found to have a 6-mm lung nodule. The patient stated that she has been smoking for past 30 years and she never had any abnormal CT scan of the lungs. Also the patient denied any weight loss or weight gain.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, blood in the sputum, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness.
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
