CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of right ear hearing impairment, poor appetite, and left tooth pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has decreased hearing in the right ear and she noticed for past few weeks there is no ear discharge or ear pain.
The patient also complained of poor appetite and subsequently she lost weight and the patient does not have any nausea or vomiting and her activity is also limited.

The patient complained of left tooth pain started week ago and she sometimes has pain upon chewing and the patient had similar episode last year.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and she is on albuterol inhaler two puffs four times a day as needed.
The patient has a history of gout and she is on allopurinol 100 mg one tablet twice a day.
The patient has a history of chronic bronchitis and she is on Symbicort 160 mcg one puff twice a day.

The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on diltiazem 240 mg once a day, hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg once a day as needed along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D3 supplement 50,000 units once a week.
The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and she is on glimepiride 2 mg one tablet twice a day and Tradjenta 5 mg once a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of hypothyroidism and she is on levothyroxine 137 mcg once a day.

The patient has urinary incontinence and she is on oxybutynin 5 mg once in the evening and the patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on rosuvastatin 5 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives by herself and her son comes to visit her every week. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse. The patient does do stretching exercise everyday.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant abnormality of the left ear. There is no impacted cerumen.

Teeth examination reveals tooth decay of the left premolar and there is no bleeding or abscess formation.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient uses walker during walking.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
