CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of numbness and tingling of the lower extremities.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her son stating that she has neuropathy of the lower extremities and her blood sugars are being monitored closely. The patient stated that she also feels weak and has difficulty doing activities of daily living.

The patient’s family tried to provide care at home, but is not sufficient.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
The patient is a slender built and obvious weak.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory; however, sometime she needs support.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema and the patient has generalized weakness.
