CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preop physical for placement of AV fistula.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient came today with her husband and she has end-stage renal disease on hemodialysis three times a week. The patient is going to be evaluated for AV fistula. Currently, the patient has been dialyzed through subclavian central vein.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, chills, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient also has a history of diabetes mellitus and she is on Jardiance 25 mg once a day, glipizide 10 mg two tablets twice a day, Lantus insulin 40 units once a day, Humalog KwikPen according to the sliding scale along with low-carb diet.

The patient also had a history of hypothyroidism and she is on levothyroxine 25 mcg once a day. The patient is also on Tradjenta 5 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on metoprolol 100 mg once a day, nifedipine ER 30 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient is also on Brilinta 90 mg once a day as prescribed by cardiologist.

ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her husband and she has one son. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
Chest is symmetrical and right-sided subclavian vein catheterize in place.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
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NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
Skin is healthy without any rashes.

I had a long discussion with the patient and her husband and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
