PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake and alert. She interacts well with me through the exam today. She does not appear to be in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 94/46. Pulse 90. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.0. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 60 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Non-erythematous. Oral mucosa moist. 
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Left-sided ear pain and otalgia, now resolved. No medications were given. They are going to go into a time period of watchful waiting. They will return to clinic if needed.
