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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 66-year-old female, patient of Dr. Paul St. Fleur who is referred to this office because of the presence of CKD stage IV. This patient has been diagnosed with CKD IV for about four years. She used to be in Houston, Texas. The patient comes today for a followup of the condition. She has been placed on Farxiga and the administration of furosemide has changed from 40 mg to 20 mg on daily basis. The patient has lost 10 pounds of body weight and the latest laboratory workup shows that the creatinine went up to 2.7 and the BUN is 80. This patient has definitely prerenal azotemia that is most likely associated to the synergistic effect of furosemide and Farxiga. The recommendation is to increase the body weight by 2 pounds. The serum creatinine is 2.78, the BUN is 80 and the excretion of protein is 663 mg/g of creatinine, has remained stable.

2. The patient has hyperuricemia and she has history of kidney stones that is evaluated and followed by Dr. Onyishi. The patient has uric acid higher than 9 mg%. We are going to start the patient on allopurinol 300 mg on daily basis.

3. Diabetes mellitus that is under control.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

5. Anemia that has been treated at the Florida Cancer Center. Hemoglobin is 11.1.

6. The patient has a history of congestive heart failure. She has a history of several cardiac catheterizations. The patient has diastolic dysfunction type 2, pulmonary hypertension 16 mmHg and tricuspid regurgitation. The patient is followed by Dr. Win. The only adjustment that we are going to make is increase the body weight by 2 pounds and start the administration of allopurinol. We are going to see her next year.

I invested 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
