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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 84-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIA. The patient has nephrosclerosis associated to the aging process. The kidney function has remained very stable. The serum creatinine that was reported on October 17, 2023, is 1.1 mg%. The serum electrolytes are within normal limits. The estimated GFR is 63 mL/min. The liver function tests are well preserved.
2. Hyperlipidemia. The patient has a total cholesterol of 161, HDL 53, and LDL is 97.

3. The patient has a history of BPH. At one time, there were severe symptoms including hematuria. He was seen and evaluated by Dr. Onyishi. TURP was done with biopsies and they were negative. The patient is without any complaints. He has not been back to see him.
4. The patient is status post permanent pacemaker that is followed by the cardiologist and also the pacemaker is checked on regular basis.

5. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

6. The patient has otosclerosis that has not gotten any worse. The patient is going to be evaluated in a year.
