CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for thyroid nodule and also followup for Parkinson’s disease.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife as the patient could not drive and he had a CT scan of the chest, which incidentally showed thyroid nodule and the patient described no pain in the throat and does not have any swallowing difficulty and the patient is going to have ultrasound of the thyroid.
Wife stated that the patient has difficulty doing the daily chores and he needs 24x7 supervision and help. Wife stated that the patient may benefit from PT & OT for his chronic Parkinson’s disease and the patient seen by neurologist every three to four months.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Wife stated that the patient had noticed no headache, no chest pain, shortness of breath, focal weakness except he has rigidity due to Parkinson’s disease for which he needs assistance.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
Head examination reveals no lymph node enlargement or thyroid nodule.

EXTREMITIES: Rigidity both upper and lower extremities and his gait is very slow. The patient tends to lean more on the right side. The patient uses walker to walk.
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
