CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of coughing.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has been coughing for past five to six days and she used albuterol inhaler with some relief. The patient stated that she had low-grade fever two days ago and phlegm was present then. The patient is not exposed to any infections.
