History: Ms. King was seen today. Ms. King finished her TMS treatments on 10/31/2022. Ms. King has:

1. Type II diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

She had a stroke affecting right upper extremity and right lower extremity. Her right lower extremity has resolved. Her right upper extremity is much improved. She has now developed some grip over the right hand. The patient had sent a message through the Home Health Company that she wants to restart home health. The patient is independent. She can drive. She comes to the office by herself. Her 33-year-old son who has HIV lives with her in the garage apartment, but the patient states he is putting a lot of pressure. He does not go back to work and it is a pressure on the patient. She states she needs help mostly with cooking some food, combing her hair and getting her dressed and cleaning the house. She does not need somebody to come and do her vitals and then leave. So, basically she needs home care service. The patient is advised to apply for Medicaid, so she can avail of those services. She states her oldest son has had a stroke. Ms. Mary King and her husband do not live together as they are separated. Ms. King’s middle son is a veteran and she is saying doing good out of all the three sons. The youngest son has HIV and does not want to follow complete instructions for stroke or otherwise that the insurance has on her. The patient states her youngest son lives with her; she states she does not need anybody living in the same house, but the patient’s mother insists. The patient does not feel good when her son smokes and smokes pot. He lives in the garage apartment, but this is not acceptable to the patient and the patient does not go for work, telling all friends that he is there helping the mother; however, the mother has to help him instead of him helping the mother. A physical was done, as her last physical was on 10/06/22. All the parameters including PHQ-9, memory test, clock drawing were done. The patient is awake, alert and oriented and in no acute distress of any kind. She is interested in doing TMS again. I told her let me visit with her again in the first week of December and then we will see if we can see her again for a repeat TMS treatment.
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
