History: Ms. Hagge was accompanied by her daughter to the office. Ms. Marlene uses a walker for ambulation. When she was in the hospital couple of months ago, the patient had an abnormal chest x-ray and CT scan was advised; however, it was difficult for us to trace the CT scan and the CT scan of the chest was done and that did not show any significant abnormality in the lungs. So, we as a shared decision-making discussed with the patient that they do not need any scan of the lungs. Further, the patient did seem to have some shoulder effusion. The patient was found to have a non-obstructing right-sided nephrolithiasis and no hydronephrosis. No chest masses. The patient had lab work done and the patient was not anemic and I discussed the lab results that were done at CPL. Her BUN, creatinine, sodium, potassium, sugar all seemed to be within normal limits. Her iron was good, iron-binding capacity was good and her hemoglobin was 12.6.
