Mrs. Salvia is a 66-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She was diagnosed with hypothyroidism in 2013. She also has a history of hypertension, type II diabetes, gastric sleeve surgery in 2013, and insomnia. For her hypothyroidism, she is on levothyroxine 25 mcg daily. The patient also has a history of multinodular goiter and she had a thyroid biospy and reports benign findings of abdominal nodule in the left measuring 1.97 x 1.54 cm. For her diabetes, she is on metformin 850 mg three times a day. However, she states that she only takes twice a day, glipizide 10 mg twice daily, and Ozempic 2 mg once weekly. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She reports about a 10 pounds weight loss. She reports occasional fatigue, dry skin, and some hair loss.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, we will get a current hemoglobin A1c. I recommend her to take Ozempic 2 mg once weekly, metformin increased to 1000 mg twice a day, and glipizide 10 mg twice daily. Recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return.

2. For her multinodular goiter, the patient has abdominal nodule on the left measuring 1.97 x 1.54. She reports a she got a biopsy in the past that was benign. I order a followup thyroid ultrasound and will be due in September 2024.

3. For her hypothyroidism, we will optimize her thyroid medication and recommend levothyroxine 50 mcg daily and recheck a thyroid function panel prior to her return. Her last TSH was 1.13 and free T4 was 1.41.
