Mrs. Oliver is a 56-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of a multinodular goiter. The patient has a history of hypertension, asthma, type II diabetes, GERD, and migraine. She has a history of multinodular goiter with benign biopsy in Lakeland. She reports symptoms of dry skin and some mood swings. She reports occasional thinning of her hair. She also noted to have an elevated calcium level of 10.5.

Plan:

1. For her multinodular goiter, the patient had a thyroid ultrasound dated 09/25/2023 indicating abdominal nodule on the right measuring 1.9 x 1.6 x 1.4 cm. At this point, my recommendation is to get FNA biopsy of this nodule and review the results with patient during her followup visit.

2. She was noted to have hypercalcemia at level of 10.5 mg/dL and as a result I will check a current PTH/INR, ionized calcium level, and vitamin D level.

3. For further evaluation of thyroid function, we will check a TSH, free T4, and free T3 level.

4. She will be due for followup thyroid ultrasound in September 2024.

5. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

6. For her type II diabetes, she is on metformin 500 mg once daily.

7. Followup with primary care provider.
