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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 77-year-old white male that has a history of diabetes mellitus for more than 35 years. The patient is controlled with the administration of Ozempic. The patient does not have any evidence of retinopathy. He has a cardiac arrhythmia that is evaluated by Dr. Parnassa. He does not have any history of peripheral vascular disease. He is a very active man with adequate kidney function with an estimated GFR that is 59 mL/min. The serum creatinine is 1.2. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is 75 mg/g of creatinine, which is within normal range.

2. The patient continues to have borderline hypertension. I am going to take the liberty of changing the administration of losartan for *___140____* amlodipine 5 mg and benazepril 20 mg one tablet every day.

3. The patient has benign prostatic hypertrophy. A TURP was done in 2000 by Dr. Arciola. The patient is completely asymptomatic. At this point, we are going to return the patient to the primary care physician; if he needs further followup, do not hesitate in calling us back, but since he is in very stable condition, I think that it will be futile the nephrology followup.
