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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 1985, the patient was in Camp Pendleton.  The patient was involved in a motor vehicle accident.  The patient tells me that he lost control and then the car accident.  The patient hit the right occipital skull.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was brought to the hospital.  He was diagnosed with concussion.. The patient thinks he was out of consciousness for few minutes.  When he woke up, the patient has severe headache, confusion, and disorientation.

In 1983, the patient was in 29 Palms.  The patient tells me that he was working with tanks.  The tanks were firing off all the time.  He got blood in the last ear.  He tells me that the shockwave is affecting his hearing, resulting left ear bleeding.  There was blood coming out of left ear.  The patient tells me that since then he significant hearing problems.  The patient needed hearing aid.

The patient tells me that he has significant memory loss mostly short-term memory loss.  The patient has significant hearing loss.  The patient has back pain.  He has headache.  He has constant headache.  The patient has poor memory.  The patient issues in the right foot.  The patient has back and neck pain.

The patient works as making wine bottle.  The patient tells me that he cannot hear well at work, because of hearing loss.  The headaches are effecting his concentration and focus.  The patient is not able to perform well at work because of the hearing problems and the concentration difficulties.  The constant headaches also affecting him to concentrate at work.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1985, he was in involved in a motor vehicle accident in Camp Pendleton.  He hit the head, and he had complete loss of consciousness.  The patient was out of consciousness when he woke up, the patient has severe headache, confusion and disorientation.  The patient was brought to the hospital.  The patient also needed stitches in the right occipital scalp.  I believe that the loss of consciousness and head injury, followed by headache, short-term memory loss, difficult to concentrate, these are common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that he sustained traumatic brain injury. The patient also has significant hearing loss from tanks firing off, in 1983 in 29 Palms.  Resulted in significant hearing deficits shown today on examination.  The patient has hearing deficit.
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
