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1. JV, 28-year-old male with low back pain chronic in nature. He receives Toradol value. X-ray is negative. He was sent home with Flexeril and Motrin 600 mg. No one answer the phone or phone is disconnected.

2. SA, 8-year-old young lady with toothache. She is placed on Amoxil. Sent home and mother was happy with the care. She is going to see a dentist today.

3. KM, 55-year-old woman presents with blood pressure 188/124. No history of hypertension. She was given clonidine and metoprolol. Blood pressure never came down and diastolic never recorded below 110. The patient’s CBC, CMP, urinalysis, and CT negative. COVID test was positive. Pulse was 118 and O2 saturation 99. No chest x-ray done. The worsening she was sent home with no medications. The patient is having headache this morning wondering why Dr. English has sent her home with no medications. Again, she has no history of hypertension in the past. No medications for COVID not even Tylenol recommended. I urged her to go see her primary care doctor Dr. Choi today in Porter and to get her blood pressure checked. Please consider treating blood pressure in patient’s with hypertensive urgency since it may be sometime before they to see there primary care doctor.

4. VH, 59-year-old woman with shoulder pain and diagnosed with greater tuberosity fracture. Sent to ortho and she is happy with the care receive.

5. SD is an employe of the hospital, 46-year-old female with status post MVA, neck, back, and shoulder pain. X-ray were negative. Sent home with the inflammatory. She did not get a chance to talk to the patient.

6. RC, 45-year-old male with ankle pain. X-ray is negative. Sent home with the sprain. Mailbox is full.

7. DH, 58-year-old woman with cough and congestion.O2 saturation 95%, and heart rate 107. COVID test is positive. She was treated with Paxlovid. No chest x-ray is done.
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Consider chest x-ray in all positive COVID patient especially with mild hypoxemia, tachycardia, and such. Left message for patient to call me back.
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
