CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with mild cough without any sputum production and family history of tuberculosis.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his mother had tuberculosis and she was treated in Pakistan and the patient now has cough on and off without any weight loss or night sweats. The patient had a chest x-ray did not show any pneumonia, but it has atelectasis and scarring.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, and he was never diagnosed with tuberculosis.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing. There is no axillary or cervical lymph node enlargement.
ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.
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
