CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for epigastric pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had endoscopy done along with a biopsy and found to have gastric polyp and the pathology report did not show any cancer or H. pylori. I had a long discussion with daughter regarding results of the upper and lower endoscopy biopsies. At this time, the patient feels better and she is on bland diet.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary incontinence or burning urine, or leg swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
