CC: Eye surgery.

HPI: A 75-year-old status post right eye cataract extraction. He was seen in room initially sleeping for a while and then when I caught him later, he was awake and watching television. The patient states that there is not any pain. The vision is not quite as sharp as he thought it would be, but knows that he has to give it some time. He has had no drainage and does state that actually he is seen better with the eye as the day goes on. He also is scheduled for left eye cataract extraction on 10/25/23 and looks forward to having overall improved vision. He feels good. He has no issues at this time other than above.

DIAGNOSES: Status post cataract extraction right eye, left BKA with prosthesis, COPD, seasonal allergies, iron deficiency anemia and pain management.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 09/11/23.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NAS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, makes eye contact, and is interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 146/80, pulse 70, temperature 98.6, respirations 18, O2 sat 95%, and weight 128 pounds.

HEENT: To look at his eyes, there is no scleral injection. No drainage. He does not appear to be blinking excessively or appeared to be uncomfortable visually.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He did not have his prosthesis in place, but he can put it on as well as remove it and is able to ambulate with it in his room in a small space and then can get himself into a wheelchair that he can propel.

NEURO: Orientation x3. Speech is clear. He can voice his needs.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Status post cataract surgery right eye, doing well, and has a follow up on the 10/25/23 when he goes in also for left eye cataract extraction.
