CC: Followup on OHH visit.

HPI: An 89-year-old with a history of HTN and peripheral artery disease, seen at OHH on 10/03/23. The patient presented with increased shortness of breath and was found to be in mild heart failure and also with an early UTI. The patient was prescribed torsemide 20 mg tablets two tablets q.d. for three days then decreased to one tab daily which she has been taken now since 10/07/23. She also was given Keflex 500 mg one p.o. q.i.d. for seven days, completed on 10/11/23. She states she feels like herself. No fatigue, cough, or SOB. She was seen in room. She goes back and forth in rooms while talking to me and I told her that we needed to just sit down and do this visit. She has had fairly normal p.o. intake. She states that she does not often eat what is here is and she does not necessarily like it. She sleeps through the night. Denies dysuria or constipation.
DIAGNOSES: HTN, PAD, fibromyalgia, rheumatoid arthritis, osteoporosis, osteoarthritis, GERD, HLD, and DVT of the right leg.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 09/11/23 note.

ALLERGIES: MINOCYCLINE and NITROFURANTOIN.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOME HEALTH: Enhabit Home Health.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed and well nourished female moving around without difficulty.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/70, pulse 65, temperature 98.2, respirations 20, O2 sat 92%, and weight 150.2 pounds.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She gives the full story of going to OHH and then repeats what her symptoms were and how she feels now. She requires redirection to just sit so that I can talk to her or listen to her. She moves her arms in a normal range of motion and has trace ankle edema, otherwise unremarkable. Orientation x2 to 3. She makes her needs known and asked questions as needed.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Status post treatment for CHF. She has an echocardiogram scheduled on 10/25/23 and we will follow up with Dr. Baber her cardiologist on 10/24/23.
2. Rheumatoid arthritis. She follows up with Dr. Christensen her rheumatologist, unclear the date of that.
