CC: Medication review.
HPI: A 75-year-old who was seen yesterday, then DON told me that he wanted to talk to me today about his medications and streamlining the number he takes. The patient was seen in room, he was alert and attentive, told me that he could not hear in the volume of voice I was speaking, so I spoke louder and we then reviewed his medications telling him what they were for and letting him know that some of them could be changed to as needed and others levels had been checked and the medication was no longer required and several of the medications that were in question were meds that he was admitted on.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed medications. B12 IM q. month level was drawn 06/06/2023, and his B12 level is WNL, so I am discontinuing the IM and changing to B12 1000 mcg p.o. q.d. FeSO4 325 mg q.d. He has a normal B12 level and per his CBC indices are WNL, so I am discontinuing B12 p.o. The patient also has DuoNeb t.i.d. and he would like to continue with that. He receives Claritin and Mucus Relief and I am discontinuing both of those medications. The patient takes omeprazole 20 mg q.d., states that he still gets some indigestion and reflux, so I am keeping that medication and increasing it to 20 mg b.i.d. The patient’s stool softener is Senna and we will continue with that as well as Zoloft 100 mg q.d.; explained it is his antidepressant and he wants to stay with it as well. The patient takes trazodone 100 mg h.s., states in the past he has had difficulty sleeping and has not had it here, but he has also been on trazodone the whole time, so we will continue. Sodium chloride tablets 1 g. He was admitted on two tablets t.i.d., which he continues on and his last sodium level on that medication was on 06/06/2023, and at 137 just being one point over normal, which is 136. We will continue with this medication. Did a final review of medications that will be discontinued or changed in form, he is in agreement, so order is placed.
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
