CC: Wants to discuss the Pure Wick system.
HPI: An 89-year-old female who the last time she saw me 09/14/2023, she got mad at both her daughter and I because certain of her medications were not at the facility on time. She had a fit was very rude to her daughter and then just chose not to talk to me. As it turned out after all of that, the medications she was complaining that she could not live without or actually sent to the building and were here while she was having a fit. Today she is seated in her recliner. Her hair is combed and she looks good. She makes eye contact and tells me that she wants to know what I know about the Pure Wick system and I told her what I knew about it. It is a benefit for male or female who have urinary incontinence and do not want to experience that overnight. She did not know if it was covered by Medicare not sure what all the moving parts needed were or the cost and she had become aware of it seeing it and hospitalization 08/01 to 08/11 where she was treated for heart failure received IV diuretics. The Pure Wick system was put in the place, which she lies on a certain type of sheet everything is placed it is noninvasive, but it wicks up urine and moves it into a container that is sitting either at bedside or on the floor. She stated that she never felt as though her clothing or the bed were wet. She told me about the incontinence that she has at this point. She is told me that she has had some leakage, but now and states that in addition that at overnight if she wakes up because she senses she has to urinate that any movement like rolling to the side to try to get up results and her losing control and urinating on the bed. For this reason, she would like to have this system. She states that if she ever wants to spend the night at her daughters or just has company visiting her. She does not have to worry about moving whether it is sitting on the couch or lying in her bed that would stimulate loss of bladder control.  So I googled the Pure Wick system and went through the different things that you can by starting with the whole system the cost and what it contained and then the system minus the battery, which decreases the cost and how its operated by wall plug in and then continued on their it is not covered by Medicare or most insurances. She states that she really is interested in having it. She could use it here easily and again acknowledges that her incontinence has increased.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Urinary leakage with less bladder control. The patient is interested in the Pure Wick system look through what was available online and clarified that it is not covered by Medicare. She now knows the costs of the full system and then the costs of catheters etc. that are bought monthly. She is going to look at it further talk to her daughter about it and then make a decision. If there is anything that I can do to help with that I will.
2. Sleep apnea. The patient is now using BiPAP and using it every night as opposed to intermittently, which she did with the CPAP. When she was last hospitalized for CHF it was made clear that she needed to wear it every night.
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
