CC: General followup.

HPI: A 74-year-old female with advanced Alzheimer’s disease and BPSD that used to be aggressive, was not redirectable, spent three weeks at Riley Hills Geri Psych and since return she is quieter, would be out on the unit but does not approach others, is receptive to direction, comes out for meals and she just spends time observing things, but she keeps a distance. She was pleasant, made eye contact, smiled and I asked her about her daughter who visited last week and I told her that I talked to her daughter several times on the phone and she was very nice so she was happy to hear that. The patient had some difficulty swallowing certain medications usually those are in gel cap form. The patient’s daughter has also requested hospice for the patient, I do not know at this point that she meets criteria. I will contact her next week. I do not see a need for it right now and she has requested Family Legacy Hospice.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s dementia moderate, BPSD in the form of resistance to care, aggression, major depressive disorder, HTN, asthma, anemia/CKD, glaucoma and GERD.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/09 note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert. She is bit quiet, but can be redirected.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/85. Pulse 77. Temperature 97.2. Respirations 16. Weight 166 pounds.
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CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient is independently ambulatory, steady and upright. No lower extremity edema.
NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. She can stare intensively, but she is concentrating. She states a few words at a time that are clear and she understands given information. Her affect is generally bland. She is cooperative to care.
SKIN: Warm and dry intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Constipation. Colace is changed to crush order written. The Colace capsule can also be openings put into applesauce.

2. Family request hospice. We will wait until next week to address that.
