HPI: An 82-year-old female with advanced Alzheimer’s disease. I was sitting in her room the door was opened, awaiting her command she comes walking down the hall and turns into the room, I told her why was there and she was willing to sit down and listen. The patient looks like she was in good spirits.

DIAGNOSES: Trigeminal neuralgia she is pointed to it as occurring on both right and left side. It has been treated and under control with no acute events there. Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, BPSD in the form of delusions and aggression, TMJ right side, hyponatremia, HTN, GERD, peripheral neuropathy, and history of DVT on Eliquis.
ALLERGIES: PCN, SULFA and CODEINE.
MEDICATIONS: Haldol 0.5 mg b.i.d., Depakote 125 mg b.i.d., triamcinolone cream 0.1% to affected area on a.m. and h.s. Carbamazepine 1000 mg one tablet b.i.d., Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d., enalapril 10 mg q.d., Nexium 20 mg q.d., gabapentin 100 mg b.i.d., levothyroxine 88 mcg q.d., Namenda 10 mg q.d., Toprol 25 mg b.i.d., TCM cream 0.1% to affected areas b.i.d., B12 1000 mcg one tablet q.d.
DIET: Regular, controlled carb and thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is pleasant and cooperative. She seems a little more settled than previous visits.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 143/87. Pulse 68. Temperature 97.9. Respirations 18.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently, studying upright without edema.
SKIN: Warm and dry. No breakdown noted.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Hyponatremia on 09/29, sodium was 131 and from then to current NaCl 1 g tablet was given today’s value is 132. Writing for NaCl two tablets daily and will followup in two weeks.
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
