CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of leg swelling and minimal shortness of breath.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his son and the patient stated that he has swelling in both the legs less than before, but still persistent and also has mild shortness of breath especially upon walking and the patient was seen by cardiologist and he was started on Entresto and the patient has a followup appointment in next two to three days. The patient also has to follow low-salt diet.
