CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of flu-like symptoms with cough and congestion for four days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, reported minor CVA with right-sided hemiparesis with spontaneous clearing within a few days, being followed in Methodist Hospital, in the Woodlands now under the care of cardiologist and neurologist, to see PCP there in three days.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: He states he lives in Tarkington. He states that he has a retired veteran with artificial hips that lives in a care center, he is planning on bringing him up here to live with him and he will be finding a place to stay up in Livingston.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu, strep and COVID testing performed with positive COVID test.
PLAN: Because of presence of COVID, the patient was given COVID precautions. He was given Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak; elected not to use Paxlovid because of being on other unknown medications. The patient is to follow up with PCP and specialists in the next few days, to see PCP and here as needed.
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
