Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep screen which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis with questionable strep per history with negative testing.

PLAN: Given prescription for Z-PAK. Follow up with PCP as needed.
