This is an 89-year-old woman, currently on hospice with senile dementia. The patient suffers from muscle wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition, diabetes, total ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, weight loss and stage III decubitus ulcer which the patient will not ever heal.

The patient weighs 100 pounds, now weighs down 2.5 pounds since last certification. The patient resides at a nursing facility where she is total ADL dependent, she is bedbound and continues to decline regarding her mental condition. The patient was placed on Periactin to increase her appetite, but it has not been very successful. Also, she is receiving iron tablets, but has to be discontinued because it was causing severe constipation.

The patient’s other comorbidities include asthma, DJD, decubitus ulcer, protein-calorie malnutrition, and significant weight loss.

The patient is showing decline since brought to the hospice and given her advanced senile dementia and the patient’s wounds, the decline is unavoidable. The patient has a KPS score of 40%.
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
